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Clinical Study on Rejuvenile Pessaries Huichun Suppository in Treating Atrophic Vaginitis

Abstract ;47 patients with atrophic vaginitis was clinically treated with Huichun supposi-

tory with a total effective rate of 97. 87% ., which was more potent than Aibaoliao supposito-

ry as a reference drug in this study. In comparision with the control group, local symptoms

and physical signs were obviously improued, the mature index of vaginal epith elium was

clearly shifteel to right side (mature side), the acidity (pH) of vaginal fluid was decreased,

and the vaginal cleaniness was improved indiciting the suppository possessed not only anti-in-

flammalory and anti-bacterial activities, but also estrogen-like effect.
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
